The annual report released on October by Fairtrade Korea focuses on the sales growth of Fairtrade—certified products in Korea and
the activities during the last year. As the annual sales reached 15million euros in 2015 driving 257% sales growth compared to 2014, 7
Fairtrade producer organizations received 79,224 US dollars in Fairtrade premium. With 188 Fairtrade—certified products are sold in Korea
in 2016, the sales reached about 12 million euros reporting 137% sales growth during the first half of 2016. It is anticipated to reach at
least 48 million euros in sales by the end of this year. Fairtrade Korea is also planning to expand the product range further, including

towels made with Fairtrade—certified cotton in Finland and wines from Lebanon, South Africa and Latin America.
