Release of Annual Report 2015~2016

The report, ‘Driving Sales, Deepening Impact’ released on September, highlights Fairtrade’s commitment to deliver more impact for
farmers and workers, 2015 saw significant growth in sales of coffee(18%), bananas(12%) and cocoa(27%). Last year there were 1.6 million
Fairtrade farmers and workers across 75 countries, benefitting from an estimated €€138 million in Fairtrade Premium. However, many of
the problems faced by farmers and workers are still deeply ingrained after generations such as marginalization and exploitation. That’s
why the annual report also shows how Fairtrade is responding to the needs of farmers and workers by ramping up its work on climate

change, textile and cotton supply chains, gender equality and child protection.

Quality French Fairtrade spirits are now available in Korea. FAIR Quinoa Vodka is premium vodka that is made with specially selected
Organic quinoa grown in Andes Mountains as a result of a two—year joint research project between French distillers and Andean farmers.
While FAIR Juniper Gin is made with hand—picked juniper berries that are sourced from a nature reserve in Uzbekistan, FAIR Café
Liqueur is made with organically grown and slow—roasted Arabica coffee beans in Mexico. There is also FAIR Rum, which is made with
organic sugar cane from Belize and aged for 5 years in American oak barrels. Quality FAIR products are all made with Fairtrade certified

ingredients and suitable to be served at high—class hotels. Ethical alcohol, FAIR spirits are imported by Artisan Inc. for the Korean market.
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
